CAMEROON :  Presentation of the 
year campaign in Maroua 

In the diocese of Lai, many activities were carried out during the year such as: the Islamic-
Christian forum, the animation of the missionary childhood, the celebrations of the stages, the 
commitment of the guides. Training of the coaches and leaders were held: The role of the 
coaches, the animation technique, the explanation of the year campaign etc.

During the last two years, the diocese of Goré gave priority to the trainings: the knowledge of 
the movement; the place of the companions in the movement; respect for the Rights of the Child; 
AIDS ; the early marriage ; the drop of scholar level
Given the situation of children in the diocese of Goré, many are not in school. That's why, in 
September, an 11-year-old girl from Gore was enrolled in school thanks to Kemkogi support.

Diocese of Doba: During the Christmas period the Kemkogi of Bebedja visited their locality, 
during which they helped a widowed old mother. They cleaned up his yard and gave some gifts: 
6 cores of beans, 2 coros of corn and a sum of 3000 fcfa. The Kemkogi of Béro organized a 
small breeding of 12 goats and 12 sheep, with the income of their breeding they could register a 
child in difficult situation to the school.

In the diocese of Pala the Kemkogi decided that the Christmas party would be one of peaceful 
cohabitation and missionary childhood: no alcohol or tobacco, visits to families and needy 
people (sick, prisoners, elderly) by giving them their support (food, soap) ...
In Ndjamena, at the beginning of October, during a Thanksgiving mass, the elders of the 
movement handed over school supplies to poor children: a way of showing the youngest people 
how to lead a Christian life by doing well without expecting anything in return "

After an enthusiastic opening of the day, teams of children were formed by age groups. With the help 
of the smallest games, under the benevolent eye of the accompaniers, they were able to discover the 
rights of the child and understand the importance of the respect of these for the development of each 
one. The older ones brainstormed the theme and competed on a multiple choice quiz. These activities 
gave rise, in each group, to the realization of message-carrying panels that the children carried as an 
offering during the Eucharist.

 
The text of the Gospel of the day, "The parable of the talents" was the occasion of a fruitful exchange 
during which young and old expressed themselves on what they received of essential from the Lord 
and recognized how urgent it was to take great care ... The afternoon was a great festive moment with 
the participation of adults.
